VIOLENCE
1. How is violence endured from day to day?

	ATTACKS: 

Physical: From an intentional push, slap/punch or throwing objects, to the point of murder. Physical abuse also risks the health and lives of people assaulted in the most extreme cases, this causes intense fear and feelings of humiliation, which destroy the self-esteem of a person.

Psychological: Acts of insults ("You're a whore"), contempt ("no good for nothing"), and humiliation and jokes ("look at that stupid face"). Ignoring a person (not to mention someone or someone does not exist) and the threat of physical aggression ("If you don’t listen to me, I’ll break your face"). The continued psychological abuse, causes humiliation, which destroys the self-esteem of a person.

Sexual: Any unwanted sexual contact. From raising a female’s skirt to rape.
